 Sick and Distress Policy:
 

It shall be the policy, for the Red Knights NY III or its designee, to acknowledge those in distress.

Distress shall mean any person (member, their spouse or significant other, child or member of their immediate family) who is ill, have died or are in need of support.  Support can be monetary, personal interaction or anything the Chapter deems necessary.  Any person meeting this definition is entitled to an acknowledgement, from the Chapter, with a card and more if the circumstances are severe.

Guidelines are as follows:

· Death:  A donation (if wishes are known) to a charity of the members' choosing or flower(s) or a gift sent to the family or another designee.  Not to exceed $50 per person.

· Sickness (either hospitalization or at home illness):

· Member:  A small gift may be included at the discretion of the Chaplain or the membership; not to exceed $25;

· Non-member:  A small gift may be included at the discretion of the Chaplain or membership; not to exceed $15.
