On 07/05/16 I met with 4 other presidents: Tim Tordoff NY 53, Bob Hollner NY 12, Kevin Lavarnway NY 27, and Paul Pratt NY 29 - Bob Hollner was in contact with President Eric Jock from NY 50, and he couldn't make this meeting, but wanted to be part6 of the group

Topics:

International elections - We spoke about the upcoming vote and who would best represent Region-1 

Spoke about the International Treasury and how the Red Knights is split to a Non-for-profit and a For-Profit Organization

AMERICADE Ride and dinner funding, the rumors are out there that the International Board is talking about reducing or not funding these events at all. We are part of Region 1 and make up approx 1/4 of the total membership of the RKMC-I 

Questions were raise about how the International funds special events and how is it based? Our suggestion was to fund based on membership percentage

The NYS Association was also discussed and the question was raised about next years convention. The convention is being held in Syracuse and the NYS Assoc has taken the lead on setting it up. They are planning on a very large turnout, but they have not given very much information out to the other NYS Chapters so far.
