Spring Fling- Committee – Lori Becker, Kris Vogt, Donna Koch, Michelle Pugsley and Linda Dennett –No report
International Convention Committee – August 16-20, 2017 –  Michael Mannarino, Michael Barber and Don Gifford – Kris reported on the past convention. They created a new not for profit organization called Red Knights Memorial Foundation.  There is a board of the foundation.  The board members are the same as the International Board members. It is a 501c.  They purchased a house next door to the memorial.  The house has land behind it.  They hope to split the land and do a land swap to obtain the land the memorial is on from the town.  This way, the Red Knights will own the land the memorial is on.  Members in attendance were upset that the house was purchased without members knowing.  Questions came up like: Is this why the funding is cut from the Americade Ride?  

The International dues has gone up. Members were upset that the dues were raised.  
International is running a fund drive to help pay the mortgage.  $100 - $1,000 to get on the Charter Member Plaque.

Discussion took place about funds and how they are being transferred between International and this new foundation. 
Founding Fathers of the Red Knights and a couple of chapters pledged the group $8,500 to go toward the house. Pledges added up to $27,000 at the convention.
Americade Committee – Vice President, Kris, John White. Need a new committee to plan.  Discussion took place on how we can plan our own ride. The question came up: Can we get insurance from International and charge an amount of money?
Steve reported that the Americade Liason is asking for plans for the ride by March.  This wouldn’t be necessary if it isn’t a Red Knight sponsored event.  

Matt has 30 more patches to give to the quartermaster.  Thanks Matt for mailing out all of the patches!
Old Business:  
Discussion about an e-mail that was to Pat from Bob Hollner.  The e-mail was read aloud to the members in attendance.  Bob complained about that he heard that we call it Yank Me Rally, and that we were boycotting the rally.  Present members discussed strategies on how to deal with him.
New Business:
Motion made by Derek to reimburse Matt $219.89 for web site fees, envelopes and postage. Second by Ray. Approved.

Motion made by Matt to reimburse Kris $63.50 for picnic expenses $12.94 =$76.46 from Sunshine fund.  Second by Frank. Approved 

$100 - $1,000 to get on the Charter Member Plaque. How much did we want to give from our chapter? Tabled until the October meeting.  

RITA walk – Frank reported – We do the walk in memory of Tracy Risko, one of our chapter members was a victim of suicide.  A very important walk.  September 24th at Saratoga State Park.  Enter through Rt 50, not through the park, as you may be charged.  It is better to register on line ahead of time as those funds count toward signage etc. rather than Registration 9am, opening ceremony 10:30.  2 Mile walk starts at 11:00.  We will go out to lunch after the walk.  Matt made a motion for the club to make a donation of $250 to Team Frisky, second by Don. 
Mick – has not submitted a formal letter of resignation. Motion made by Tony Second by Linda to accept his resignation as indicated on FB. Approved.  
Follow up on Craig’s report: Kevin made a motion to hold the 2nd annual lottery raffle. Second by Steve. Approved. Kevin make a motion to spend no more than $125.00 on the raffle which cover tickets and mailing checks at the end. Second by Steve. Approved.
This year’s tickets will have the number 4 or 5 on the back of the stub to show the dollar amount it was sold for. PLEASE keep the stub books stapled together, it's easier to keep track. If you have any questions feel free to e mail or text Craig.
Matt reported the ticket order was stalled by the printing company.  The company didn’t charge us part of the fee for their error.  Total cost for printing is $34.  We have a potential profit of $2166 - $3166, depending on how many $4 and $5 tickets are sold.    

The question of raising the dues was discussed and decided that we wouldn’t look at it at this time. Kris will give us a dues table.
