Any violation of the SOGs herein set forth could result in disciplinary action, up to and including suspension of Membership or removal from the Club.  

13.7
All violations of the SOGs will be referred to the Grievance Committee for recommendation to the Executive Board.  It will be the responsibility of the Grievance Committee to investigate any violations, including interviewing other Members with pertinent knowledge of the incident.  The Grievance Committee will then submit a written report of its findings and any recommendations to the Executive Board.  The Grievance Committee will also be responsible for notifying the Member in question of their findings by means of written letter.

Any Member brought up on charges will be given the chance to appeal prior to the Grievance Committee submitting its recommendations/comments to the Executive Board.  A request for appeal must be submitted in writing to the Sergeant-At-Arms within ten (10) days of receiving the written report from the Grievance Committee.  The request for appeal must include any reason(s) for appeal.

The Executive Board will take the Grievance Committee’s suggestions/comments, the appeal request, and any applicable RKMC International By-Laws into consideration when rendering a decision.  The Executive Board’s decision regarding disciplinary action will be final.

If a Member is removed from the Chapter for just cause, the Secretary shall, in writing, notify the RKMC International Secretary.  Included in this notification shall be ex-Member’s Name, Address, Phone Number, and Chapter, giving full details for the removal or suspension.

RKMC International has the power to reverse the Chapter’s decision regarding the removal of the member.  The ex-Member shall be given the opportunity to appeal to RKMC International, as per RKMC International By-Laws, Section 3:27.

Standard donation amounts shall not exceed three hundred dollars ($300.00) for any given charity event.  A charity event shall be defined as any time any Member or organization petitions RKMC NY III for a donation.

Donations may be given to the same petitioned organization/person(s) up to three (3) times annually.  Each petition will be voted upon as if it were a new petition.  No petitioned organization/person(s) shall be given more than one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) annually for any reason.

Based on the severity of the need, the standard donation amount may be exceeded for any given charity event (within the $1,000.00 limit).  Exceeding the standard donation amount shall be voted upon on a case-by-case basis after the need for a greater amount has been sufficiently demonstrated by the petitioning Member.  A quorum must be present to vote.

The Chapter patch is the helmet shield and knight emblem.  Alternatively, the knight may be used alone on regalia or other items.  When displaying the knight by itself, the knight’s head should be perpendicular to the horizon.  The lines on the helmet can be used as reference (reference lines shown).  Both images must have the ® registered trademark emblem, having been approved by RKMC International.
